A builders merchant is a type of business that  
specialises in the supply of building materials,  
supplies, tools, and equipment to building and 
construction professionals, installers, and DIY  
enthusiasts. Builders merchants serve as  
intermediaries between manufacturers or  
suppliers of building products and the end-users, 
such as builders, contractors, or individuals  
involved in construction projects.
